3.   Jesus was in the world and he died for us.

Le’de ŋutu ’bayi lo yenga ku Monyelo yu ŋolo laga lo yeŋundra kuwenilo ka’delo. 
 

Yoane 3:17 ’Bo Ŋun agbo’da sunyundro Ŋiro lonyelo i kani i ŋerakindra na ŋutu ti ka kilo kulia naroni, ’bo ma 
ŋutulu kilo riteni ku lepe ayu.  
 
Yoane 1:10, 12   Lepe kazu gbo i kani, ’bo kana gbeki ku lepe, ’bo ŋutu ti ka kilo aku deni lepe. 11 Lepe pondra 
kanye kani, ’bo ŋutu ti lepe kilo aku ru lepe.   ’Bo ŋutulu giri lo rugo lepe kilo‚ lepe tikindra ko i yeŋundra a ŋazi 
ti Ŋun‚ ko laga lo rugo kari kanye kilo.  
 

4.   Salvation is a free gift, not by good works. You must take God’s 

word for it, and trust Jesus alone!

It's not any baptism, 

not good works, not sacraments, not repenting, not praying through, not living a good life — IT'S NOT 

ANYTHING YOU CAN DO!

5.   You must believe on the Lord and you will have everlasting life!

Yoane 6:47   Na takindra ta a ’diri‚ ŋutu laga lo rugo nalo gbo ku ru naga ani lengana. 48  
 
Yoane 10:28   Na tikindra ko ru naga ani lengana. Ko aka karakini, le’de ŋutu aka ninadru ko kuwe keninini. 
 

Yoane 20:31   ’Bo kine de wuro ma ta rugi adi Yesu lepe a Kristo, laga a Ŋiro lo Ŋun ilo, ku ta laga arugo ma ta 
gbo’dini ku ru ku kari ti lepe kine. 
 

 
 

If you want to accept Jesus Christ as your Savior and receive forgiveness from God, here is

It ALL depends on 

doing what God SAID!  

God said if you receive and trust in Jesus Christ you are saved. Notice it does NOT say you "might" or "could" be saved 

— but "shall be saved". YOU ARE SAVED!

Didn't you just believe on the Lord Jesus Christ? Look at what John 3:36 says! It says you HATH EVERLASTING LIFE!
